13. Published works (CAT~net articles/CIRCLE submissions-5 clock hours per article, preparation of an original 

history or major updating of an existing history of the local school-up to 200 hrs) 
14. Professional Growth Reading (40 pg/hr up to a maximum of 38 hours) 
15. Educational Travel/Tours/Mission trips (must be arranged with superintendent PRIOR to departure; submit 

actual clock hours) 
16. Local Conference/Union/NAD Conventions (submit exact dates, location, actual clock hrs) 
17. Educational Conferences/Seminars/Workshops (submit description, dates, actual clock hrs) 
18. Field testing NAD or provincial materials (38 hours) 
19. Developing new courses outside of primary job description (actual clock hours; maximum 38 hours)  
20. Continuing Education offered through Journal of Adventist Education articles (12.5 hrs/article)
